A FEW WORDS ABOUT THE ARTIST…

I attended my first Pride in 2002

But my life as an activist took a turn on February 14, 2012, when I 
was featured in an article on Rue 89 (Le Nouvel Observateur). 
What an “original” way to celebrate Valentine's Day: coming out 
as pansexual on a national media!

I've been watching things evolve for 10 years. Step by step, 
society has changed (and continues to change) and a new 
generation is dealing with issues of gender identity.

This album "PRIDE" symbolically celebrates the ten anniversary of 
this coming-out and, at the same time, my activism within LGBT+ 
community and with my musical and video creations.

Honestly, I don't think I can change the world with songs, but 
music has this particular ability to go everywhere and to leave a 
mark, a message. 

Through this project, I would like to thank all the people who have 
trusted me and inspired me. Committed people, both alive and 
dead. Artists, witnesses, victims, actors of our community.

The booklet retraces the highlights of my journey as an artist and 
as an activist.

SINCE 2009

• In his music and video-clips, Christophe highlights the diversity of 
the LGBT+ community.


• Since 2009, he’s fought to naturalize his androgynous looks, as 
well as all non-heterosexual sexualities, as shown in « Enquête » 
(Album « Grafitures » - 2009), « Mon Paradis », « Le Point G » et 
« Où est le Chat ? » (Album « Le Point G » - 2011), « We Are », 

« Hide and Seek », « Young And » et « No Excuse »             (Album 
« We Are The Love » - 2016).


• He features Tonya Loren, singer for Sister Queen, in « L’Erreur ».

• For le clip « We Are », Christophe invites several LGBT+ NGOs to 

appear in the the project and thus give visibility to their cause. 
Among those who responded: SOS homophobie, Le Refuge, 

Bi’Cause, Flag, Homobus, Long Yang Club et Equivox.

• Christophe made his coming-out as pansexual in Le Nouvel 
Observateur/Rue89. According to the Belgian news website 

“7sur7”: “He is one of the first French artists to have claimed his 
pansexuality”.


• The article was published just before debates on same-sex 
marriage began, which were followed by thousands of 
reactions, some of them very homophobic and violent.


• Christophe also received positive testimonies and messages of 
encouragement. His article helped people in the same situation 

as him.

• In 2012, very few people were familiar with the term 

pansexuality. The media didn’t talk about it, neither did the 
LGBT+ community.


• Christophe is perceived as a "UFO" in the LGBT+ community. His 
approach is questioned and his motives are scrutinized.


• This unexpected reactions did nothing but strengthen his 
commitment to LGBT+ rights and against discrimination based 

on sexual orientation and gender identity.

• Christophe is quoted in several national and international media 

and medical websites.

• Christophe releases the song/video "Grandir en paix" for Le 
Refuge, NGO working to help LGBT+ youth.


• Lyrics were actually written by the XXX.

• The project was supported by public personalities such as Line 

Renaud, Cyril Hanouna and x-Baptiste Marteau.

• The project was also relayed by national LGBT+ media.

• The project was viewed more than 10 000 times in a matter of 

days.

• Christophe was approached by the NGO Bi'Cause following his 
interventions on pansexuality and was invited to perform for the 
concert "Happy Bi'rthday" on the 19th anniversary of the NGO.


• Concert in partnership with the City of Paris and the The 19th 
District of Paris.

• Christophe takes part in the concert "Bilove" of Bi'Cause.

• The profits of the evening are donated to the Sol En Si 

(Solidarité Enfants Sida) NGO.

• Christophe performs for the first time the song 1.2.3 along with 

Augustin Habran. In a matter of days, the video is viewed more 
than 20 000 times on social media.



• Christophe becomes an active member of Bi'Cause.

• Between February 2017 and February 2018, he is elected to the 

Board of Directors.

• In July 2017, he participates in the organization of the evening 

"Ze Place To Bi" and the concert for the NGO 20th anniversary.

• IN September 2017, he participates in a benefit concert for 

Exaequo Reims NGO.

• In 2017, he contributes to the drafting of the new association 

articles to include a particular mention to pansexuality. These 
articles are voted and approved during in Extraordinary 

General Assembly.

• The same year, he also contributes to the writing of the 1st 

Manifesto of Bisexual and Pansexual People which would be 
presented on Dec 2018 at City Hall of the 3rd district of Paris.


• Under his initiative, in 2017, Bi'Cause officially becomes an NGO 
"Bi, Pan and +".


• From 2017, he manages the NGO social media (Facebook, 
Twitter and Instagram).


• Christophe designs some of the association's visual ads.

SINCE 2016…





• The “Paris-IDF LGBT Center” chooses Christophe and the 
polyphonic group Originals for the opening of the 2017 Festival 

LGBT Cultures Festival.

• This concert was a collaboration between the 3rd District City 

Hall of Paris and several LGBT+ NGO.

• During this concert Christophe called on the Podium Paris Choir 

to cover the Refuge song alongside him and thus talk about the 
association.

23/03/2018

• The Paris-IDF LGBT Center asks Christophe to organize the 
concert for the 25th-year anniversary of the Center.


• This concert is part of the 2018 Festival of LGBT Cultures.

• In partnership with the 12th District City Hall of Paris and several 

LGBT+ associations.

• Christophe invites several artists including Icee Drag On, drag-

queen character to share the stage with him.

• He also responsible for some the evening visual 

communication.



• Christophe is chosen as the 1st "March of the LGBT diversities " 
Grand Marshal at Châteauroux (the 2nd in Berry) organized by 

the LGBT Berry NGO.

• About twenty associations partnered for this event.

• After the March, Christophers’ joined by other artist for an after-

march concert in partnership with the City Hall.

• In 2018 & 2019, he designs the visuals of communication for the 

NGO.

09/06/2018





• Following the vandalizing of the "rainbow" crosswalks at the 
Marais neighbourhood, Christophe decided to re-paint them 

and cover the homophobic slurs written on them.

• This action is particularly saluted by Paris Mayor Anne Hidalgo 

and several other political personalities.

• It was also relayed by the Huffington Post and the media 

Loopsider in a video on the increasing of vandalism against 
LGBT+ signs.


• The Mayor of Paris finally decides that the "rainbow" crossings 
will stay permanently.

26/06/2018





• Christophe created Coming Alive, a documentary project 
featuring a collection of testimonies from victims of LGBT-

phobia.

• This film was conceived as a teaching-tool for NGO and schools 

as part of a program to fight against discrimination based on 
sexual orientation and/or gender identity.


• The project quickly received the support of Bi'Cause, Le Refuge, 
SOS homophobie and Garçon Magazine.


• In 2017, the project received the internet users' prize from the 
readers of Têtu and Garçon Magazine during the "Initiatives 
against homophobia and transphobia" sponsored Le Refuge 

and the Randstad Institute.

• In 2017, Christophe directed the clip "Jeune et" with actor 

Maxime Godart (Le Petit Nicolas) to raise awareness about 
family rejection, prostitution, drug use and suicide of LGBT+ 
youth. Maxime Godart is also the sponsor of Coming Alive.


• The film participates in the "Diverciné" festival at Compiègne 
and is selected for several international festivals.


• The film opens on Dec 2020 at the 3rd District City Hall of Paris to 
much celebration by the media, other NGO, as well as public 

and political figures.

• Coming Alive is screened on 10/2021 at the National Assembly. 
Followed by a debate organized by Congressman Pacôme 
Rupin with several NGOs and elected officials among the 

attendees.

• Coming Alive is available as a free quick download from the 

website coming-alive.org.

• The Touraine LGBTI Center starts using Coming Alive in its training 

programs, geared towards future social service assistants at the 
IFRSS (Institut Régional de Formation Sanitaire et Sociale).

10/02/2017 (suite)



• Christophe Madrolle is part of the jury for the "Initiatives against 
LGBT-phobias 2019" alongside Nicolas Noguier, Nina Bouraoui, 
Ana de Boa Esperanca and Jean-Luc Romero-Michel.

17/05/2019



• Christophe releases an EP of duets with LGBT+ artists (including 
Maïk Darah and Jann Halexander) to benefit Bi'Cause.


• The EP was be released on May 17, 2021 for the "International 
Day Against LGBTphobia".


• It is dedicated to late artists and friends of Bi'Cause: Sébastien 
Gruchet, Thomas Polly and Jean-Philippe David.


• The clip "No Excuse (feat. Benjamin Parker)" was shot at IDM 
Sauna (a gay establishment in Paris) and with several artists from 

the LGBT+ community, including the actress Stella Rocha.

• The clip was directed by Dylan El Kara, a young engaged 

director discovered on social media.

• The EP "We Are The Love - The Duets" served as Bi’Cause 25th 

anniversary theme-song, which was celebrated in 2022.

• Christopher joins Aides, a recognised non-profit organization.

• He works as an prevention coordinator implementing harm 

reduction programs for people with a high prevalence of HIV 
and viral hepatitis. In particular MSM (Men who have sex with 

men), immigrants, transgender people, sex workers, drug-users…

• Under his initiative, a dedicated injection-kit for trans-men 

undergoing gender transition.

• He accompanies vulnerable people towards care.

• It produces videos to raise awareness about LGBTphobia (May 

17) and several institutional videos (Assises, National Congress, 
Renewal of the Global Fund...).


• He participates in the ReLOVution campaign to give visibility to 
PrEP (preventive treatment against HIV).


• He also directed, with other activists of the association, a video 
in support of caregivers during the first containment of the 

health crisis.

• Launching of "La Tournée des Possibles" in partnership with 
Bi'Cause and other local LGBT+ NGOs to give visibility to bisexual 

and pansexual issues.

• Free musical and literary shows, based on the novel "Possibles" 

by Valérie Baud and tunes by Christophe Madrolle.

• On 11/2019 Christopher appeared in a Paris benefit concert 

with all the proceeds going to the LGBTI Center of Touraine then 
in financial difficulties.


• The tour that was supposed to go throughout t2020 had to be 
interrupted due to the global pandemics.

• Christophe was invited to participate in the Round Table 
organized by Caélif Étudiants LGBT+ on "Bi and Pan identities".

18/06/2019



• Christophe participates in the video "Toutes et tous ensemble!" 
for the Touraine LGBTI Center of Touraine campaign for the 

"International Day Against LGBTphobia".

• Christophe joins his voice to those calling for the end of 

conversion therapies.

• Christophe témoigne dans la vidéo de la « Journée de la 
Visibilité Pan » en partenariat avec Bi’Cause et l’Inter-LGBT.

• Christophe participates in the video "No respite for biphobia 
and panphobia" in partnership with Bi'Cause and the Inter-LGBT 

for the "International Day of Bi-Visibility”.

22/09/2020



• On 09/2020 Christophe is elected co-spokesperson for Bi'Cause.

• Later the same year, along with other LGBT NGOS, he was 

featured in a video showing his pride to be part of the LGBTQIA+ 
community.


• The video was relayed by numerous NGO and media, including 
Garçon Magazine.


• For the "Day of Pan Visibility" (May 24, 2021), Christophe 
collaborated in the production and direction of"PAN: not a 

fashion!" by Dylan EL KARA. A Bi'Cause partnership with the Inter-
LGBT.


• On July 2021, as part of the LGBT+ 2021 Pride Festival, Christophe 
co-hosts a screening of the the film "PAN : pas une mode !" 

sponsored by Bi’Cause, as well as other videos by the NGO, the 
Inter-LGBT, and Coming Alive.


• In Sept 2021 Christophe appears in the Instant Cinéma on 
Canal+ to talk about the movie "Les Amours d'Anaïs" by 

Charline Bourgeois-Tacquet and to make a link on the possible 
pansexuality of the main character of the movie. An 

intervention that was welcomed by the actress Valéria Bruni-
Tedeschi.

A sexual orientation that does not distinguish gender" on

• The 05/2021 Christoph of Arc en Ciel and the opening of

• Christophe participates in the video for the “Pan Day of Visibility" 
by the LGBT media PAINT.


• The video was viewed more than 600,000 times on social 
(Instagram, Facebook and YouTube).

• Christophe makes Free Hugs videos during the Paris Pride 
Parades (“Marches des Fiertés").


• The Free Hug campaign is, according to him, a peaceful 
response to all acts of LGBTphobia which are becoming 

increasingly violent since the debate on same-sex marriages 
was openedl.


• Christophe receives each time an important and warm 
welcome from demonstrators.

SINCE 2014



• Currently, Christophe is working on a series of videos for social 
media entitled "#LoveWins: pride around the world" in which he 
travels to prides around the world to show that the fight against 

LGBTphobia has no borders.

• He wants to show through this series the unity of the LGBT+ 

community across the world.

• The choice of black and white is justified by the will to give a 

timeless message to the pictures.

• Each year, Christophe adds one or more episodes to the series.

• The idea came to him following the act of vandalism of the 

"rainbow" crosswalks in the city of Paris (which he came to 
recolor with chalk).
